To receive money from the Federal stimulus package you must have bonds approved. 
90% of these funds will be for a new interchange only. 
A new interchange to the north will open up more access for the residents to 71 highway. 
The potential economic impact will be a great to the community.  
Bonds will not be issued by the Board of Aldermen unless there are funds received.  
Property taxes will not automatically increase.  
10% will be used for roads throughout the community. 
Future Federal and State grant programs will depend on approved bonds in place.   
General obligation bonds are repaid through the general funds, but again, bonds will not be

Shall Peculiar, Missouri, issue its combined waterworks and sewerage system revenue bonds in the 
amount of  $48,000,000 for the purpose of  extending and improving the combined waterworks and 
sewerage system of  the City, including acquiring property, facilities and equipment now leased to 
the City for its combined waterworks and sewerage system, the cost of  operation and maintenance 
of  said combined waterworks and sewerage system and the principal of  and interest on said     
revenue bonds to be payable solely from the revenues derived by the City from the operation of  its 
combined waterworks and sewerage system, including all future improvements and extensions 
thereto?

Facts Applicable to Revenue Bond 
To receive money from the Federal stimulus package you must have bonds issued. 
Increase sewer lines and plant capacity - $14 million. 
Address Storm water issues requires projects totaling over $7 million 
We need another connection to Kansas City to aid in lowering our cost and to lessen the effect of water     

   contamination or water main breaks. An estimate to have an additional line to Kansas City is $3 million.                   
Water line improvements in older parts of the community - $6 million.  
Current unfunded capital projects over the next 5 years - $18 million. 
Approved bonds will not be issued unless there is revenue in place to support them. 
Approved bonds will place the City in position to do the needed projects for the next two decades. 
Utility rates will not automatically increase. 

As stated above, the City must position itself to take advantage of potential Federal dollars.  If the 
voters approve the bonds and Federal stimulus money is not forth coming, bonds will not be issued until 
other revenue becomes available.  Please do not hesitate to contact the City Administrator, the Mayor, or 
your Alderman if you have questions.

The 
Animal Control Ordinance prohibits 
dogs from being tethered (or tied out) 
for no longer than 4 hours at a time. 
The dog must also be off the tether for 
a minimum of 3 hours prior to being 

tethered again. Dogs that are 
tethered also must have appropriate 
housing and protection from the 
elements. Failure to provide your 
dog with appropriate housing and 
protection will result in a ticket for 
animal neglect.

The Mid-America 
Regional Council 
(MARC), of which the 
City of Peculiar is a 
member, has acted as a 
clearing house for more 
than 80 cities, counties 

and other public entities to

infrastructure needs.  
Focus was placed on larger 
projects and we are 
hopeful that we will 
receive substantial 
funding.  However, with 
cities across the country 
seeking the same funds, 
the process will be 
competitive.  This is why 
we are proposing two 
bond issues for the April 
7, 2009 election.  Your 
City officials and staff are 
doing everything they can 
to secure dollars which 
will improve the quality of

CITY ORDINANCE 
UPDATES 

Ordinance 121608 
Amends the Municipal Code to add 
additional requirements for acquiring 
a City Business License.  
 
Ordinance 121608A 
Amends the Municipal Code to     
prohibit parking within 4 feet of   
public or private driveways. 
 
Ordinance 010609 
Allows for restrictions for  parking  
on 208th Street (across from the 
school complex).   Parking along 
208th Street is now prohibited     
between the hours of 7:00am-
3:00pm. 

Ordinance 012009   
Amends the Municipal Code to 
comply with the conceal and carry 
permits and other related changes 
& prohibitions to stay in               
compliance with State Statutes.  
 
Ordinance 012009A 
Amends the Municipal Code to    
include a new zoning map. The new 
zoning map replaces the existing 
zoning map. 
 
Ordinance 012009B 
Amends the Municipal Code to 
move the Peculiar City limit signs 
west to the Quarry Bridge. This 
amendment will allow enforcement 
of City Ordinances on YY Hwy. 

Ordinance 012009C 
Allows for a Special Election on a 
revenue bond question. The intent is 
to borrow $48,000,000 for the      
combined waterworks and sewerage 
system to the City. The bonds will 
only be issued if the City receives 
revenue to issue the bonds. 
 
Ordinance 012009D 
Allows for a Special Election on a 
general obligation bond question. The 
intent is to borrow $8,000,000 for the 
purpose of  extending &  improving 
streets and roads in the City. The 
bonds will only be issued if the City 
receives revenue to issue the bonds.
